· Must be a resident for at least two years 

· Any major

· Minimum of a 3.0 GPA

· Financial need will be considered

· Activities/service will be considered

· Preference is to be given to qualified candidates who have not received more than $1,000 in other scholarships

2.       Harry J. Bauschlinger Memorial Scholarship Fund 

This scholarship was established by Shirley Bauschlinger and family in memory of her husband, Harry J. Bauschlinger.

· 1 - $500 scholarship
· Barberton High School senior
· One year only – not renewable

· Education major
· Academic achievement

· Activities/service

· Financial need may be considered

3. Bonnie Joyce Myers Memorial Scholarship Fund 

This scholarship was established by Rev. Victor Myers in memory of his wife, Bonnie Joyce Myers.

· First award is not to take place until 2008
· Amount of scholarship to be established annually

· One year only – not renewable

· Barberton High School graduate 

· Must be attending Kent State University or one of its branches 

· Major - Secondary Education or Career and Technical Education (two-year associate degree in secretarial science) or related area.

· Minimum of a 3.0 GPA

· Financial need may be considered

· Activities/service 

4. Paul E. DeWitt Memorial Scholarship Fund 

This scholarship was established by Jean Ann DeWitt and family in memory of her husband, Paul E. DeWitt.

· 1 - $1,000 scholarship

· Barberton High School senior

· Must be attending The University of Akron

· One year only – not renewable

· Major - An area involving the fields of Fine Arts, Dance, Music, Theatre and/or Arts Administration (including an Education Major related to any of these fields).
· Academic achievement

· Activities/service, including past participation in arts during high school
· Financial need may be considered

5. Leach Family Scholarship Fund 

This scholarship was established by Harley Leach and his sister, Wilma E. Meadors in memory of their parents, Harley and Eathel Leach.

· Barberton High School senior

· One year only – not renewable

· Any major
· Academic achievement - minimum 3.5 GPA
· Activities/service

· Financial need may be considered
· The amount and number of scholarships will be determined annually.
6. Lois and Gary Matney Scholarship Fund 

This Endowment Fund is in memory of Nellie Welty Rouch, R.N., the mother of Lois Matney.

· Barberton High School graduate that is a resident of either Barberton or the Barberton School District.

· Must be a resident for at least two years 

· Major - Must be accepted into a qualified school of nursing (registered nurse program).  Full-time student only.
· One year only – not renewable

· Scholarship can only be used for tuition and on-campus housing cost
· Academic achievement - minimum 3.0 GPA
· Amount of scholarship to be established annually
7. Dr. Milan Pavkov Scholarship Fund 

This Endowment Fund is created by the Foundation in honor of Dr. Milan Pavkov, the first Chairman of the Foundation.1 - $1,000 scholarship

· Barberton High School graduate that is a resident of either Barberton or the Barberton School District.

· Must be a resident for at least two years 

· Must plan on attending school on a full-time basis
· One year only – not renewable

· Major - Education
· Academic achievement – minimum of a 3.0 GPA
· Student must have passed at least 4 out of 5 sections of the State Competency Test

· The student must document financial need of $1,000 or more in order to receive this scholarship.
· Scholarship can only be used for tuition and on-campus housing cost
· Scholarship money is to be divided equally between the fall and spring semesters or fall/winter/spring quarters.
Selection By Separate Committee

1. AAA Barberton/Ohio Automobile Club Scholarship Fund
· A high school senior that is either a resident of Barberton or of the Barberton School District, or a non-traditional adult or a student already attending a qualified school
· Must be a resident of the City or the School District for at least two years

· Minimum of a 2.5 GPA

· Activities/service 
· Financial need may be considered
· Up to 7 scholarships per year (initially)
· One year only – not renewable … Previous applicants and recipients are eligible to apply each year of schooling.
· The student must be accepted into a qualified technical/vocational apprentice or similar program (see Scholarship Agreement Criteria for qualified programs).

· The scholarship money may be used for the payment of tuition or for the purchase of required tools.
2. Barberton All Sports Boosters’ Scholarship Fund
· Awarded directly to the All Sports Boosters as this is a tax-exempt non-profit organization.

3. Barberton PTA Council Muffet Family Scholarship Endowment Fund
· Awarded directly to the Barberton PTA as this is a tax-exempt non-profit organization.

4. Barberton PTA Council Scholarship Endowment Fund
· Awarded directly to the Barberton PTA as this is a tax-exempt non-profit organization.

5. Barberton High School Alumni Association Scholarship Fund
· A Barberton High School senior.
· Any major

· Academic achievement

· Activities/service

· Financial need may be considered
· Initially – two $500 scholarships per year

· One year only – not renewable
· The Barberton High School Alumni Association scholarship recipients will be chosen by the Alumni Association Scholarship Selection Committee, based on the above outlined criteria.
6. Emilio C. Chu, M.D. Nursing Scholarship Fund
· A Barberton resident who is a high school senior from any accredited local high school or any adult resident of Barberton.
· Must be accepted into a qualified school of nursing (registered nurse).
· Must be a full-time student
· Financial need is not a prime consideration, it may be considered to determine an award between qualified candidates.
· Scholarship money may be used only for the payment of tuition and on-campus-based housing.
· One year only – not renewable
· Two - $1,000 scholarships per year.
7. Barberton Citizens Hospital Medical Endowed Scholarship Fund
· Awarded directly to NEOUCOM.  NEOUCOM selects the student based on the following criteria.
· Student must have been a resident of the City of Barberton for a minimum of two years at the time of qualifying for the scholarship.
· Student must document financial need in order to receive this scholarship
· Students must be receiving part of their medical training at Barberton Citizens Hospital.
· Initially one $5,000 scholarship (based on spending policy).
